These exceptional gardens have been designed and
developed by Head Gardener, Eddie Harland, with the four acres of formal gardens and lawns around the house surroundec
by extensive parkland and a laRgis is a fine family garden, full of personal touches that reflected the contemporary tastes
of the owners, Mr and Mrs Thackray. The Walled Garden was a particular delight, but the Sunken Garden, Fountain Lawn
and Lake were impressive if only for the landscaping involved

This was delightfully laid back. The owners, Sir James and Lady Graham, are charmingly informal and modest about tf
enchantment created.
